Following are the minutes prepared by Susan Davis, City of Colville
The first meeting of the Colville 2000 and Beyond Committee was held on Thursday, October 22, 2009, at
6:00 P.M., at City Hall. See the attached sign-up sheet for a list of persons in attendance.

Mayor Richard Nichols provided some background information regarding the City’s past efforts concerning
a new airport and associated economic development, which could include airport services, an industrial
site, or a complex associated with an airport, or other development that could help the economic strength
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of the community, Mayor Nichols pointed out that the Washington 5State Department of Transportation -
Awviation Division (WSDOT Aviation) has identified the Colville area as a potential site for a regional airport

in its transportation plan and would be a funding source. Mayor Nichols confirmed that for a number of
months there have been discussions concerning a new airport and the City had an airport feasibility study
done. At this point in time, he stated that the City does not have a plan for an airport at any particular site.

The Mayor explained that the new Colville 2000 and Beyond Committee is made up of approximately 14
individuals who represent diverse backgrounds. He noted that a series of meetings will be held based on
the direction of the committee. Mayor Nichols stated Lori Isenberg would be facilitating the committee
meetings. She is a professional facilitator contracted through Welch Comer & Associates. This public
participation process is being funded by a $10,000 WSDOT - Aviation grant and $8,500 from the City's
Current Expense fund.

At this time, Lori Isenberg passed around a sign-up sheet and requested that attendees mark whether they
want to receive information that is sent out to the committee and information that is sent out about the
airport. She requested e-mail addresses, if available. Evaluation comment sheets were distributed to each
committee member as well as information regarding the vision process, samples of the visioning process
from other communities, the Executive Summary from the Colville 2000 Plan, and Brief Answers to
Frequently Asked Questions about an Airport. Lori explained that although she would be working with the
committee, the audience would have an opportunity towards the end of the meeting to provide
comments.

Lori explained what the visioning process is and guided the committee through the exercise using the
samples from other community’s handout. She requested that each member introduce himself/herself
and share their knowledge, expertise, interest in the various topics—that generally are elements of a
community vision—as a way of sharing a little bit about themselves and their personal passions with other
members.

The following topics of interest were identified: Infrastructure, Education, Environment, Health Care,
Economic Vitality, Planning, Public Safety (Security), Community Spirit, Recreation, Strong Families,
Neighborhoods/ Housing, Employment, Private Property Rights.

Councilmember/Committee member Doug Kyle expressed the understanding that this committee was
going to focus specifically on airport issues and that this process is a function of the funding.

Facilitator Lori Isenberg explained that initially the thought was to study just the airport, but then it was
determined that doing that in a vacuum could be problematic; it would be helpful to take a step back and
determine what the big picture is — What do you as a community see as the future for Colville? She stated
in almost every community there will be a key issue and the assumption was that here the airport was a
critical issue. By identifying issues that are important to the community and establishing a vision, a
document can be created that almost becomes the criteria that would be used as a basis for additional
study. Lori noted that anytime studies are funded by federal or state dollars, there are expectations
attached. Before beginning the formal process of looking at different airport sites, she recommended to
the City Council that the community be consulted to find out what is important. She stated that having a
visioning document before seeking grant funding is very powerful for a community because it sends the
message that “This is what we believe —this is important to us.”
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
